
BEING A BY-LAW to amend By-Law number 95 – 265.
WHEREAS The Corporation of the Township of Johnson passed By-Law number 95 – 265, being a by-law to impose water rates for the maintenance and management of the water system and establish classifications for the system.
NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Johnson enacts the following water rate classifications and charges:

1. Elementary School:

· A base rate of $200.00 per month shall be charged, plus water use rate of $5.00 per cubic meters.

· Capital Improvement Reserve - $1,000.00 per calendar year.

2.  Secondary School:

· A base rate of $200.00 per month shall be charged, plus water use rate of $5.00 per cubic meters.

· Capital Improvement Reserve - $1,000.00 per calendar year.

3. Residential, Township Fire Hall, Garage/Office, Churches:
· A base rate of $50.00 per month shall be charged for the first 15 cubic meters for each month.

· Plus additional water use rate of $4.00 per cubic meter.

· Capital Improvement Reserve – $100.00 per calendar year

4. Commercial:

· A base rate of $60.00 per month shall be charged for the first 15 cubic meters for each month.

· Plus addition water use rate of $4.00 per cubic meter.

· Capital Improvement Reserve - $100.00 per calendar year

5. Johnson Township Community Centre:

· A base rate of $560.00 (8 units) per month shall be charged for the first 15 cubic meters per unit for each month

· Plus additional water use rate of $4.00 per cubic meter.

· Capital Improvement Reserve – 8 x $100.00 = $800.00 per calendar year

6.  Multi-Residential:

· A base rate of $50.00 per month shall be charged per unit for the first 15 cubic meters for each month. (i.e. -  4 plex would be 4 units)
· Plus additional water use rate of $4.00 per cubic meters.

· Capital Improvement Reserve - $100.00 per calendar year per Multi-Residential building.

AND surplus arising from the recovery rates(s) will be placed in a Reserve Fund established for future repair costs associated with the water system.
THIS BY-LAW repeals By-Law number # 2013-747
THIS BY-LAW comes into force and effect for the third period billing in 2016, commencing July 1, 2016 for all maintenance and operating increases.
READ and pass in open Council this 18th. day of May, 2016.
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
