WHEREAS programs offered to the seniors and disabled population in the catchment area of the Dr. H.S. Trefry Memorial Centre covering nine municipalities run on a shoestring budget and have been exclusively funded through the North East Local Health Integration Network (NE LHIN) to help seniors and persons with disabilities live well and remain in their own homes; and 

WHEREAS the Dr. H.S. Trefry Memorial Centre has outgrown the funding currently being received from the Ministry of Health through the NE LHIN; and 

WHEREAS applications have been made for increased funding to accommodate growth in order to meet client needs, only to be met with costly software and administrative requirements from other government agencies, along with increases to the cost of hydro, labour, food, fuel and the general cost of living which impede any gains from the growth of programs; and 

WHEREAS Provincial funding for existing and growing services has not increased in over four years; and 

WHEREAS non-urgent clients are being put on a wait list for basic daily necessities such as transportation and snow clearing; and 

WHEREAS Councils in each of the municipalities in the catchment area have been approached with a request to cover the cost of existing services based on the percentage/population of seniors in their respective municipalities; 

WE THEREFORE request the Ministry of Health and the NE LHIN to increase funding levels to allow the Dr. H.S. Trefry Memorial Centre to continue its work of providing transportation, home maintenance, congregate dining, meals on wheels, visitation, respite and social inclusion for a healthy senior’s population.  Carried
