OLD BUSINESS item – current news about the township:
· Mayor Hicks informed Council that the CASS History Club won the Vimy Classroom  Challenge Grand Prize.  The challenge was opened in 2014, asking students to join together to raise funds in support of the construction of the new Vimy Education Centre being built near the Canadian National Vimy Memorial in France - a project from Veterans Affairs Canada in partnership with the Vimy Foundation.
· The Grand Prize entails – sending free of charge six students and their teacher to join the Vimy Foundation for the centennial celebration in Vimy, France and the grand opening of the Vimy Visitor Education Centre in April 2017.  The History Club is endeavoring to include all 12 members of the club and subsidize the cost with fundraisers by the club.  The CASS History Club donated $4,600.00 to the Vimy Foundation. 



# 2.  Delegation - Edith Orr – representative of the Farmers Market Committee
· Attended the Council meeting to discuss the Farmers Market Rental Agreement concerns.

· It is time to look at the agreement – form an Ad Hoc Committee with 2 representatives from each Council and Committee.
· They are not against concurrent events, but need more control on times of setup and parking due to traffic at the market.  In the past it has interfered with the operation of the market and caused some safety concerns.
· Difficult to have the Farmers Market inventory/supplies stored in the canteen between the Saturdays markets - if it is going to be rented out.  

· The Farmers Market have worked in the past successfully with the Recreation Committee during the Community Day, but it is difficult to work with an unknown third party.

· The Farmers Market does bring in extra rents to coincide with other events – the market helps to draw people to these events.

· Council representatives on the Ad Hoc Committee will be Councillors Marlee Hopkins and Jason Kern.
· The Ad Hoc Committee will bring recommendations to Council on changes proposed to the Farmers Market Agreement.
