1.  Culvert concerns – Oak at 669 Diamond Lake Road.

· Mr. & Mrs. Oak had asked for the existing culvert to be replaced with a larger culvert.  To justify this request they wanted the township to have the replacement engineered.

· The quoted costs on Engineering this culvert is $3,300.00, which is explained  as follows:  

a)  Engineer Site Review - $600.00, b) Topographical Survey - $1,000.00, c) Base Plan Preparation - $400.00, d)   Hydrological & Hydraulic Assessment - $500.00, e) Recommendation Report - $800.00.  These costs do not provide a design and drawings for improvements but they may be required.
Action:  Councils decided to leave the existing culvert in place.  The existing culvert is holding up to the regular weather occurrences.
2.  Old Soo Road – Robert Winters

· Concerns with brushing completed in May of this year on Old Soo Road and damage to his fence.  The Public Works Superintendent had promised it repaired by hunting season.

Action:  Mayor Ted Hicks will follow up with Mr. Winters with a visit to the site.
3.  Government Road Bridge Replacement – update from Engineer

· Leroy Construction will be installing the guiderails in near future and bring some Granular “M”, a finer material that should help consolidate the road surface.
