C)  NEW BUSINESS:  
1.  JTCC – Zamboni Room Repairs

· Councillor L. Robinson - had talked to someone involved with the Sault arenas and that they are going back to non-combustible tanks.  Also if you raise the tanks 18” they would meet the code.  The cost of the tank is $3,800.00.  He will share his contact information for research if someone else wants to find out more.  Why do the work now - TSSA has not brought it up?
· PWS - there is not sufficient room to raise the tanks.  Also, the exhaust fans are beside the tanks and propose a health and safety issue.  The proposed tanks have been installed at the Peewee Arena and are working efficient and should pay for themselves in a short period of time.
· Councillor C. Ross - the option may be to move the tanks outside of the room.  Savings of $5,000.00 with this move.
· Arena Manager did a walk about at the Arena with the Fire Chief – who notified her that a CO Detector is needed in the Zamboni Room.  In the winter – the Zamboni Room exterior door was left open due to the exhaust.  Changes would have to be done prior to the installation of the CO Detector – at present the alarms would go off all the time. 

· Travis King has recommended the change of the tanks and exhaust fans prior to starting up of the ice plant

· Councillor J. Kern suggested a solution to the exhaust of the Zamboni, by attaching an exterior fan on the end of the pipe to draw out the exhaust.

· The repairs to the Zamboni room is a “time sensitive” item due to the startup of the ice rental season – October 19, 2015.
Action:  PWS and Arena Manager will research the option brought forward by Councillor Robinson.  The information from this research will be in a form of a report at the October 21st regular Council meeting.
