3. Ontario Community Infrastructure Fund (OCIF) – With the assistance of Tulloch Engineer, we have submitted an “expression of interest” (first round) for 90% funding for the Black Creek Bridge Replacement, on Gordon Lake Road.    If funding approved the township would be able to proceed due to the leverage of the existing AMO Gas Tax rebate reserves.  This bridge was flagged for replacement under the “Asset Management” Study – it was ascertained by the Engineer to be the only project which qualifies under the safety component for this funding.  

· Total estimated cost of the project is $555,700.00, with H.S.T..  The townships portion would be $49,862.00, using AMO Gas tax reserves as their contribution to this project.
