J.T.C.C. CANTEEN LEASE AGREEMENT

Made this _____ day of __________, 2015
BETWEEN:

THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF JOHNSON

(here after referred to as the “Lessor”)

Party of the First Part

PREAMBLE

WHEREAS the Corporation of the Township of Johnson (here after referred to as the “Township”) is the proprietor and manager of premises known as the Township of Johnson Community Centre;

AND WHEREAS there is designated in such Community Centre (here after referred to as the “Centre”) a “Canteen Area” for the preparation, storage and sale of food items and beverages;

AND WHEREAS ___________________________(hereafter referred to as the Lessee) has agreed to enter into a fixed lease for such Canteen area with the Township;

AND THEREFORE the parties agree as follows:

1. Premises:
In consideration of the rents, covenants and the Agreement here after expressed and reserved on the part of the Lessee, the Township does lease to _______________________  such area in the Centre as is designated for the use of a “Canteen”.

2. Term:

The Lessee shall have the exclusive right to occupy, manage and administer the said Canteen Area for a term beginning with the 19th Day of October, 2015 and ending on the 31st. day of March 2016, or when the ice surface is finished.  
3. Rent:

The Lessee shall pay to the Township, during the term the bid amount payable in equal monthly installments due the 15th of each month.  The first month rent payable at the time of signing.
4. Lessee’s Covenants:

The Lessee covenants and agrees with the Lessor as follows:

a) That it will pay the rent as here after stated without reservations or deductions.
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b) That leased area will be used only for the purposes of food preparations, food confectionery and beverage sales.

c) That it will not use or occupy or permit the premises to be used or occupied other than as here after or hereinafter or hereinbefore stated.

d) That it will indemnify and save harmless the Lessor from and against all claims, demands, losses, damages suits or legal actions or claims howsoever such have arisen or by whosoever such are made and which might arise or be occasioned by the use or occupancy of the premises by the Lessee or its agents or servants.

e) That it will not permit garbage, refuse, paper trash and other such obnoxious material to accumulate upon the leased premises during the period of the tenancy and will be responsible for any upkeep or maintenance required on the leased premises, reasonable wear and tear excepted.  It is understood that the words “maintenance” and “upkeep” relate only to the cleanliness and janitorial aspects of the leased area and does not include maintenance and upkeep of the fixtures, interior walls or ancillary equipment which is the property of the center, willful damage to same excepted.  The Lessee will be responsible for cleaning the leased premises prior to vacating at the end of the lease.  
f) That it will obtain permission from the Lessor prior to the installation of any equipment requiring “high voltage consumption” or an alteration to the existing electrical system.

g) That the Lessee shall provide to the Township the following by October 1, 2015:

· A copy of a current Certificate of Insurance, naming the Township as an additional insured with a minimum of one million dollars of liability insurance coverage.

· Provide proof of successful completion of the Ministry of Health Food Handler Training Protocol.

· A letter/report from the Canadian Police Information Centre (CPIC) indicating that any person who will be employed at the canteen for which this contract relates contains no criminal report that in any way could place a risk to any persons (particularly children and seniors) using the Centre;

· Proof of compliance with the requirements of the Workplace Safety and Insurance Board.

h) That it will follow all Algoma Public Health requirements and guide lines.

5. Lessee’s Covenants:

The Lessee covenants and undertakes with the Township of Johnson to maintain the Canteen open for business during all activities of the Centre or as agreed upon with the JTCC Manager.

The Lessee  shall have a right to operate the Canteen at all times when the Centre is open to the public or to any selected group thereof for any activity within the Centre unless it has received notice to the contrary from the Township which notice must be reasonable in the circumstances.  
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6. Exclusive Right:

The Lessee is to have the exclusive and sole right to offer food, confectionery and beverages for sale on the Centre premises during the period of the lease.

The Lessee however agrees that, functions specifically designated by the Township, provides an exception to this right of exclusivity so that the Township, upon providing the Lessee reasonable notice, will allow functions specific Lessees of the Centre to provide their own food and beverages for their functions.  

7. Lessor’s Covenants:

The Lessor covenants and agrees with the Lessee as follows

a) That upon the Lessee paying the rents in keeping the Agreement and covenants hereinbefore stated, the Lessee shall have quiet and peaceful 
possession of the said premises without hindrance or molestation by the    Township or any of it agents or servants.

b) That the Lessee shall have reasonable access at all reasonable times to the building.

c) That in the event of default of any of the terms hereunder by the Lessee, then the Lessor hereunder may take immediate possession of the leased premises and the Lessee shall vacate immediately upon receipt of notice in writing delivered by the Lessor  to the Lessee by way of giving such notice to  by way of mail to the ____________________________ and the Lessee shall be liable for any and all costs in connection with the taking of possession by the Lessor  of the premises and the balance of any leased term reserved hereunder shall be considered by the parties as null and void.

d) That the Lessee shall not sublease under this Lease Agreement unless receiving approval from the Lessor.
8. The Township undertakes with “___________________” to produce a copy of such agreement for the use of the Canteen so that the Lessee may follow its terms and conditions.

9. Agreement Binding:
This Agreement is binding upon each of the parties, their respective assigns and successors, if any and shall ensure to the benefit of thereof.
