B) NEW BUSINESS: 


1.  Landfill Site – discussion on changing the site to a “Transfer Site”.
· Discussed the remaining years of the site as per the report from Tulloch Engineering.  
(2016 report –  shows 20.2 years remaining).

· Years of operating – 21 years

· Need to cap Cell # 1 this year – at an estimated cost of $110,000.00.  To cap Cell #2 – estimated costs may be as high as $200,000.00 to $300,000.00.  A new Cell is estimated to cost $500,000.00.
· Should be proactive with searching for alternatives to our present operation for waste diversion to expand the life of the existing site.  
· Discussed the difficulty and costs of opening another site in the future.
· Tarbutt Township researched the option of GFL (Green for Life) Environmental Inc., taking our garbage, compacting and shipping to upper Michigan, US.

· GFL will provide an open 40 yard roll off bin to be filled with bagged garbage from the bunker and may be topped off with items from the open Cell.  This service would be $350.00 per bin and a $70.00 per compacted metric tonne tipping fee.  They are willing to do on a trial period, no contract.

· This change would require a change in our Certificate of Approval from the Ministry of Environment and Clement Change.
· Discussion on the different variables and unknowns – was suggested to go with a period of three to six-month trial.

· Going with this option may reduce costs on labour, opening up another Cell, capping the second cell and cover material.
· If this trial period develops into a fruitful proposition, the existing bunker may be changed to enable the direct deposit of garbage into the bin.

· This proposal will be discussed further by each Council.  Both Council needs to ratify proceeding with this option.
