1.  Joint Landfill Site – report on the May 13, 2015 meeting.
· MOE requested relocation of shingles
· Suggested stripping back shed and insulating and install a new heater.  It was questioned by this has changed from the previous year’s decision, where the back attendant was being moved to the front where there was to be a gate to go into the back area.  This would allow the two attendants time to check what is being taken to the back and advising where it should be put.  It was deemed at the time the most efficient use of staff and the most cost effective.
· Maintenance of site is alternately done between the two townships.

· Looking at capping of cell#1 – discussion with MOE when this is to be completed.  A request to extend the time over a period of years to ease in yearly budgeted costs.

· The Committee questioned reserves to close landfill site.  The closure costs for the landfill site is calculated each year by an Actuary as per required by the township Auditor.  The Actuary as part of his calculation uses the Landfill Site report received from Tulloch Engineering showing the remaining life of the site.  Johnson Township has $20,000.00 reserves for the closure of the cell # 1 and $15,092.39 dedicated reserves as per the recommendations of the Actuary.  
· Echo Bay Mayor is working with a contractor that will use all the area garage in a project to extract gases.  A meeting will be called in future.  May need a compactor for this project.
