Road Tour – Left the office:  5:00 p.m.  This is to ascertain what roads needs work and to prioritize as per budget allotment given to the roads department.    Some of the observations notes, but not limited to as follows:
1. Queen Victoria Street – rough road, needs refinishing.

2. Mink Point Road – needs brushing and gravel.

3. Archibald to Lantern Lane – Need to brush Lantern Lane and minimal brushing on access road (not owned by township).  Also requires ditching.

4. Fisher Road south – some soft areas on sides of roads, requires some ditching.

· Fisher Road north – request from property owners to not lay calcium or brushing on the road.  Ditching on left side from Deplonty to Government Road
· The “bog” area’s need to be removed and install gravel.

5.  Carter Side Road – toured the 2 track.  Now has someone moving in year round.  Will have to be maintained.  Discussed using ditching material on the one side of the road on the hill to expand the wide.

6. Round Lake Road – requires ditching and gravel.  Many soft areas.
7.  McClelland Site Road – requires ditching and gravel.
8. Diamond Lake Road – checked out culvert near 669 Diamond Lake Road.  Waiting for report from engineer on what is required for proper damage on road.

9. Old Soo Road – Was reported when ditching last year, some of the property owners fence was damaged.  The Mayor in discussion with property was satisfied.  Ditching is required from top of hill to bottom.  Need to align installed culvert and change from 3 foot to 4 foot culvert.

10. McKinnon Side Road – Ditching and brushing required.  New culvert installed by contractor last year needs some remedy and cleanup and ditching.

· Installed culvert at 557 McKinnon Side Road needs to be reset.

· Another location of contractor installed culvert needs some remedy and clean up.

11. Desbarats Lake Road – need gravel to cover the existing topping.
· To clean up the brushing down on the left side the property owner would have to move his fence line.
· Needs ditching and build up on most of the road.
