Delegation:  

1.  John Robertson - Lantern Lane – concerns with lack of maintenance on road.

· Submitted to Council an outline of his concerns with Lantern Lane.

· The outline submitted represents his objectives, background and maintenance requested and his concerns with safety issues on the road due to lack of maintenance.

· Asked for fairness due to the amount of municipal taxes paid

· Mayor Ted Hicks stated that he agreed with the lack of maintenance and that the roads crew will endeavor to remedy this in the future.  Algoma Power has been asked to trim around the hydro lines.  The culvert has been replaced.

· Discussion on access to Lantern Lane via Oak Drive (private).  Mr. Robertson said he will contact the owner of the private section of Oak Drive to see if he is willing to transfer to the township.  Council had concerns with what they can do on the private section of the access road.  Neither the access road nor Lantern Lane has been deeded to the township.
· The township has designated Lantern Lane as per the “official plan classification” as “Summer Maintained”.  Due to this classification – no snow plowing will be done.  
· Council agreed that Lantern Lane should be maintained as per this classification and is in need of both gravel, grading, ditching and brushing.   
· Signage on the access road, which is private is not in the jurisdiction of the municipality.  
2.  Jim Carter, Eric Jones and Ellwood McKinnon – concerns with short and long term maintenance on Diamond Lake Road.  
· Requested resurfacing of the hill on Diamond Lake Road – approximately 200 meters, estimated cost $11,000.00, or add extra calcium heavier on the whole of the hill.
· Requested two loads of gravel at the end of Diamond Lake Road, they will spread onto Cottage Road (which is a private road).
· Requested consistent grading of Diamond Lake Road on a weekly bases, plus do the whole road not just parts.

· There was no consensus by Council on the above requests.  Council concerns:  gravel on private roads, plan in the township to continue the ditching to assist with future flooding and continuous grading after the calcium treatment (rendering the calcium useless).
